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Asite Directory & PreQual Navigation

navigate between those organisations that have been invited or applied for

Navigation 

 

The initial screen will display a filter which the user may navigate to locate different types 

of  information that may be relevant to that user 

     
�  For example, a user may select Invited and view all those suppliers that 

have been invited to go through PreQualification with their organisation
